INSTRUCTIONS FOR
10'x10" PREMIUM SHELTER

WHAT'’S IN THE BOX
(1) 10°x10" Premium Frame, (1) Recreational Grade Top, (1) Roller Bag and (4) Spikes Fig. A

ONE-TIME TOP INSTALLATION
Unpack and Open

A. Place your E-Z UP® frame in the center of the area to be sheltered.

B. With partner on the opposite side of the frame, grasp two outer legs, lift the frame slightly off the ground, and step backwards while pulling
the frame to open. Stop when the frame is approximately 3/4 of its fully-opened size. (Fig. A)

C. Set the frame back on the ground.

Attach Fabric Top Fig. B
A. Gently unfold the fabric top, and place it over the semi-opened frame.

B. Attach the fabric top to the E-Z UP® frame by matching the hook and loop strips on the inside of the fabric top corners with the hook
and loop strips on each frame corner. (Fig. B)

C. Pull the fabric top down over the frame comers — pushing the hook and loop strips firmly together.

SETUP
Open E-Z UP” Shelter

A. With a partner on the opposite side, grasp the bottom of the diamond-shaped area of outer trusses. (Fig. )
B. Lift the frame up slightly and step backwards unfil the shelter is almost fully opened. Gently shake the shelter while opening.
Be careful not to pinch fingers!

Secure Auto-Slider® Pull Pin Fig. C
A. Fold up the fabric top comner to expose the Auto-Slider” Pull Pin. (Fig. D)

B. Lift shelter comer slightly off the ground and engage the Auto-Slider® Pull Pin by pushing up on the frame side frusses with one hand
while holding down the top of the frame leg with the other hand. The pins will auto-engage when aligned with the holes on the frame
legs.

C. After the Auto-Slider® Pull Pin has locked into place, pull the fabric top down over the frame leg, making sure to align and secure the
hook and loop strips on the fabric top to the frame.

D. Repeat on all remaining corners. Fig. D -
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A. With a partner, lift the two adjacent outer legs up off the ground simultaneously to about waist height.

B. Slide the lower/inner legs out until the leg adjustment toggle buttons lock af selected height on each leg. Note: There are 3 adjustment | N
seffings on each leg. (Fig. E) Auto-SliderPul Pin h‘r' =

C. Repeat on the remaining legs.
Note: It is recommended that you use genuine E-Z UP® Deluxe Weight Bags and/or Heavy-Duty Stake Kits to secure
your shelter. Fig.E

Your E-Z UP® shelter setup is now complete! b
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TAKEDOWN
Collapse Shelter Legs

A. With a partner, slightly lift two adjacent comer legs simultaneously.

B. Depress the foggle button and slide lower /inner legs info upper /outer legs, making sure to do two legs at a time on the same side. (Fig. F)

C. Repeat on remaining legs.
Note: Keep the toggle button depressed while retracting leg.

Release Auto-Slider® Pull Pin

A. With one hand, slightly push up on the truss near the Auto-Slider® Pull Pin to relieve pressure. (Fig. 6)

B. With the other hand, release the Auto-Slider® Pull Pin by pulling the ring.
C. Repeat on remaining legs.
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A. Grasp the frame on the top of the diamond-shaped area of center trusses on the opposite sides near the “CLOSE HERE” sticker. (Fig. H)

B. Lift the shelter up slightly, and shake it while stepping toward your partner until the shelter is approximately 2 closed.

Be careful not to pinch fingers!
C. Grasp the two outer legs, and push the frame together until it is fully closed.

D. Store the shelter in the roller bag provided.
Note: Hug your shelter before placing it in the cover bag.

ROLLER BAG

One-Time Assembly
Use the Roller Bag to store and transport your Instant Shelter® and Spike Kit.

A. Slide Axle through Roller Bag Receiver. (Fig. 1)
B. Slide the two Wheel Spacers onto each side of Axle (one on each side).
C. Slide one Wheel onto each side of the Axle.

D. Push Snap Clip over Wheel Axle end (against Wheel). (Fig. J)
Your Roller Bag is ready to use!

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

o Use a mild soap (not detergent) and plenty of water for the top cleaning.

o Frame will operate and look better if occasionally treated with silicone spray, especially before and after use in
damp conditions. Remove excess silicone residue before applying fop.

© Use a seam sealer (available at most sporting goods and hardware stores) if top leaks or drips water.

o Slightly tighten bolts if frame becomes loose.
